A Letter from Guatemala

Dear CrossLink Friends,

Recently | took a team of medical personnel and students from the Loyola Univelsity Schoc
Medicine to work in the San Lucas Toliman area of Guatemala. Located in the mountajins, the ot
villages of this area are very poor, with bad sanitation and no potable water. Even though the pe
guerilla warfare in Guatemala is over, violence still exists, making travel quite risky.

The people of San Lucas Toliman are plagued with malnutrition, wormss, scabies
wiiamin-delciency, arthritis, and headaches. Your CrossLink medicines and supplies
de!lnitely very useful for a number of the patients we saw.

| see them as normal human beings, prone to all the common weaknesses but
spared from a lot of the seductiveness of a highly sophisticated, af"uent culture.

without the medicines you provide for us, we would have little reason for doing qur clinics.
go there precisely to give medical help — diagnosis, treatment, pharmaceuticals — all rejatively sin
given the very basic situation of our clinics.

“One young man, probably 15 or 16, came to the table where | was doing triage ¢utside ou
primitive clinic and looked at me without speaking. All | could see were his eyes. He cpvered the
of his face with a bandana of sorts. | made out a record card for him and sent him to the !rst ava
station without ever seeing his whole face. Later | found out that he had been badly byrned — up
degree burns — on the face and chest, and this was his !rst medical treatment. (His pafents had
tomatoes to the burns, and while the acid was an effective defense against
infection, the pain must have been very bad.) We were able to njonitor and
clean the burns and give him ointment, helping to insure healing aind relieve
pain.

For the medical students in our group, it was an eye-opening experience.
Most come from af*uent backgrounds and have never seen !rst-jand the
conditions these people live in. The older segment had more lifetexperience, but
all of us were reminded by these simple people of faith that happiness has very
little to do with material possessions.

These are people of simple faith. We saw God at work through their gratitude and openne:
they should be bitter because of the misery of their lives. And we saw God work through people
other people and !'nding it rewarding, despite taking them far beyond their comfort zongs.

Thank you, CrossLink, for helping to make our mission possible, and enabling us|to bring h
and hope to these very special people.”
